Qualifications

willingness to learn) with Adobe InDesign (provided) to be able to create high-
quality, printer-ready digital files. 

 
3. Ability to take photographs and to capture and/or scan photos taken by others to 

digital format at print-quality resolutions. 
 

4. Ability and time to prepare and distribute four newsletters annually at a regular 
quarterly schedule. 

 
5. Ability to work with birders throughout Iowa and with the organizing committees 

of the two annual meetings to solicit articles about birds, birding, and birding 
activities in Iowa. 

 
6. Ability to prepare an annual budget for the newsletter and be able to stay within 

the limits of that budget. 
 

7. Willingness to participate as an active member of the Publications Committee 
which provides direction for Iowa Bird Life (journal), IOU News (newsletter), and 
Iowa Birds and Birding (website). 

 
The successful applicant should expect to be a regular attendee at the spring and fall 
meetings of the IOU.
